Course Description

This course will explore the medium of the podcast as a way to discuss
architecture and architecture adjacent topics. Students and the instructor will
work together to create one produced podcast episode over the course of the
term.

Students will explore and document other design focused podcasts for content,
structure and clues about how we discuss design through sound, before starting
from scratch with the production of a “one good episode”.
