Course Description

Communications Studies 363 is an introduction to professional and technical
communication, both written and oral. Students will learn the rhetorical dimensions of
workplace settings as well as the process of planning, composing, and delivering
professional and technical communication for various audiences. Students will gain
knowledge and skills in writing across genres and disciplines through inquiry-based
strategies and collaborative projects.

e Understand the importance of communicating effectively in the workplace and

beyond
e Think critically and read critically



e Communicate effectively through oral presentations and written documents
e Research complex problems and situations individually and collaboratively
e Produce written documents that are focused, coherent, and readable

After receiving approval for the topic for a recommendation report, each group will write
a 3 — 5 page proposal. The proposal will include the work to be done, the areas of
responsibility of each group member, and the expected outcomes.

The recommendation report will be a 15 — 20 page report, containing text and visuals,
demonstrating the group’s research and analytical skills. The report needs to be properly
formatted and all sources correctly cited.

The group presentation will summarize the group’s recommendation report. It will
include a PowerPoint slide show. Each group member will speak for 3 — 5 minutes.

All group members will receive the same grade on each group assignment.

3.5 is the
mathematical mid-point between a B+ (3.3) and an A- (3.7) and 3.15 is the mid-point
between a B (3.0) and a B+ (3.3), etc.

This includes
assignments submitted in non-traditional formats such as Web pages or visual media, and
material taken from such sources.
