Official Course Description:

Students will work with one or more teachers in an elementary or junior high school, helping to
develop teaching modules to work in conjunction with areas of the Alberta Learning curriculum
where Geography may be a significant input. The specific areas will be determined in
conjunction with the teacher involved. The student’s role is idea development to enhance the
Geography content of the specified area of the curriculum. Student involvement in the
classroom will be negotiated with participating teachers, and will normally include module
preparation and classroom presentation.

Throughout the term, weekly meetings for all students enrolled will be held on campus for
presentations, discussions and analysis of projects.

Prerequisite: Consent of the Department by application. Students must pass school-board
mandated security clearances with the Calgary Police Services to serve in the classroom with
students. Detailed procedures vary by school and school board.
