This is an introductory course on military history and the interaction between war and
society from the earliest record times to the present. Given its broad time-frame and
scope, the course will intersperse the chronological narrative with case studies to
highlight the relationship between political, social, technological, and economic changes
to the development and evolution of war and society.

Course Objectives:
e To provide students with an introduction to the main themes, approaches, and
interpretations of military history
e To help develop the student’s critical thinking, analytical, and communication
skills
e To introduce students to the historical method, with an emphasis on how
historians analyze different sources to reconstruct the past

Plagiarism:

Plagiarism occurs when one submits or presents one’s work in a course, or ideas and/or
passages in a written piece of work, as if it were one’s own work done expressly for that
particular course, when, in fact, it is not. As noted in The History Student’s Handbook

e Failure to cite sources properly may be considered plagiarism. This could include
guotations, and wording used from another source but not acknowledged.

e Borrowed, purchased, and/or ghostwritten papers are considered plagiarism, as
is submitting one's own work for more than one course without the permission of
the instructor(s) involved.

e Extensive paraphrasing of one or a few sources is also considered plagiarism,
even when notes are used, unless the essay is a critical analysis of those works.

e The use of notes does not justify the sustained presentation of another author’s
language and ideas as one’s own.

Plagiarism is a serious academic offence and written work that appears to contain
plagiarized passages will not be graded. All such work will be reported to the Faculty of
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Arts’ associate deans of students who will apply the penalties specified in the University
of Calgary Calendar.
