Students will compose a formal abstract and title for their colloquium. These will be posted on the roster of speakers on the
course web site. The link to this page will be provided to supervisors.

Each student and guest will fill in a feedback form for the speaker following each talk. This will be provided to speakers the week
following their colloquium. The evaluation criteria will be provided and discussed in class in advance of the colloquia.
