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COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course is an introduction to first-order logic. The syntax and semantics of some first-order
languages, tests of validity, and proofs of the correctness and completeness of these tests will
be presented in class.

REQUIRED TEXT
Richard Jeffrey, Formal Logic: Its Scope and Limits, 4™ edition.

EVALUATION

There will be three in-class examinations. The first examination will be weighted 20% of the
final mark, the second will be weighted 30% of the final mark, and the third examination will be
weighted 10% of the final mark. In addition, there will be eight equally weighted take-home
assignments for a total of 40% of the final mark. There will be no Registrar-scheduled final
examination.

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PLAGIARISM

Plagiarism is a serious offence, the penalty for which is an F on the assignment and possibly also an F in the
course, academic probation, or requirement to withdraw. The University Calendar states that plagiarism exists
when:

1. the work submitted or presented was done, in whole or in part, by an individual other than the one
submitting or presenting the work (this includes having another impersonate the student or otherwise
substituting the work of another for one’s own in an examination or test),

2. parts of the work are taken from another source without reference to the original author;

3. the whole work (e.g., an essay) is copied from another source; and/or

4. a student submits or presents work in one course which has also been submitted in another course
(although it may be completely original with that student) without the knowledge of or prior agreement of
the instructor involved.

While it is recognized that scholarly work often involves reference to the ideas, data and conclusions of other
scholars, intellectual honesty requires that such references be explicitly and clearly noted. Plagiarism is an
extremely serious offence. Plagiarism occurs not only when direct quotations are taken from a source without
specific acknowledgement, but also when original ideas or data from the source are not acknowledged. A
bibliography is insufficient to establish which portions of the student's work are taken from external sources;
footnotes or other recognized forms of citation must be used for this purpose.
