COURSE 

DESCRIPTION AND 

OBJECTIVES 

Recognizing the impact of historically-informed performance (HIP) ideas on music 

performance, this course will explore music written before 1750.  Early vocal music, 

performance practice and techniques will be a particular focus. Instrumentalists will be 

encouraged to explore early music (ensemble and solo) repertoire related to each semester's 

theme.  First & second semesters this year will focus on English music then French, 

respectively.  

Learning objectives: 

 To increase students’ awareness and knowledge of early music repertoire and 

performance practice issues.    

 To develop students’ ability to find their own early music repertoire, approach it in 

an informed way and prepare it for performance.  

 To expose students to some of the major treatises of earlier periods and study 

performance approaches that arise from them.  

 To look at facsimile editions & modern editions of repertoire and consider their 

implications for performance.  

To focus the repertoire each semester in a way that builds students’ comfort with 

text/language and musical style.
