Course	description		 Development	of	skills	in	rhythm,	intonation	and	sight-singing.	Performance	of	two-part	

contrapuntal	exercises	with	diatonic	modulation.	
Course	overview	 This	course	is	the	first	in	a	four-semester	sequence	designed	to	develop	the	aural	skills	

necessary	for	professional	musicians.	This	includes	the	ability	to	sing	accurately	at	
sight,	to	realize	a	wide	variety	of	simple	and	complex	rhythms	in	various	metric	
contexts,	the	ability	to	conduct	effectively,	the	ability	to	take	harmonic,	melodic	and	
rhythmic	dictation	and	the	skill	to	notate	these	accurately.

4.	take	accurate	dictation	in	a	single	musical	voice	
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5.	hear	the	harmonic	implications	of	a	given	melody	
6.	perform	certain	chromatic	embellishments	in	a	variety	of	tonal	contexts	
7.	prepare	accurate	transcriptions	of	multi-voice	music	

Course	schedule:	 A	detailed	course	schedule	will	be	posted	on	D2L	by	the	third	class	period,	pending	the	
evaluation	of	the	current	skill	level	of	the	class.	Our	goal	is	to	complete	22	chapters	of	
the	text	in	the	first	semester	and	a	further	26	by	the	end	of	April	2017.

Participation	(10%,	due	each	class)	
	
This	material	can	only	be	learned	by	doing,	not	by	taking	notes	and	listening	carefully.	
You	are	expected	to	volunteer	answers,	complete	in	class	activities	to	the	best	of	your	
ability,	and	to	sing	and	conduct	enthusiastically	in	order	to	actually	learn	how	to	hear	
music	more	fully	and	therefore	how	to	perform	it	more	dynamically.		
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Assignments	(40%,	due	at	the	end	of	some	classes	and	the	beginning	of	others)	
	
Assignments	will	consist	of	in-class	dictations	and	activities	that	will	be	turned	in	at	the	
end	of	individual	class	period	and	longer	transcriptions	and	dictations	that	are	to	be	
completed	outside	of	classroom	hours	and	turned	in	the	following	class.	All	
assignments	must	be	prepared	on	manuscript	paper	according	to	the	notational	
conventions	outlined	in	the	textbook.	There	is	no	fixed	schedule	for	assignments;	they	
will	be	done	or	assigned	in	class	only,	so	if	you	are	absent	you	will	not	be	able	to	
complete	the	assignment.	Assignments	must	be	legible.	Late	assignments	will	not	be	
accepted.	
	
Dictation	quizzes	(25%,	see	schedule	above)	
	
Dictation	exams	will	involve	notating	rhythms	and	pitches	from	examples	performed	
during	the	exam.	It	will	require	students	to	recognize	and	notate	tonal	patterns	and	
longer	melodies.	Harmonic	dictation	and,	eventually,	multi-voice	dictation	will	be	
required.	There	will	be	a	section	on	error	detection	also.			
	
Recitations	(25%,	in	the	days	following	the	dictation	quizzes;	see	schedule	above)	
	
Recitations	will	require	students	to	prepare	certain	passages	from	the	textbook	to	sing	
in	moveable-do	solfege	and/or	acceptable	rhythmic	syllables/counting.	They	will	also	
require	sight-singing	from	a	selection	of	appropriate	materials.	Recitations	happen	
individually	with	the	instructor	in	10-minute	appointments	scheduled	prior	to	the	
posted	recitation	dates.	
	
Mastery	
	
Like	learning	an	instrument,	aural	skills	requires	practice	and	involves	correcting	errors	
and	trying	again.	Any	dictation/recitation	can	be	redone	once	in	order	to	improve	your	
grade.	The	time	and	location	of	the	auxiliary	dictation	will	be	made	available	at	the	
time	that	the	dictation	quizzes	are	returned,	while	recitations	will	be	scheduled	
individually.	Any	improvement	in	your	grade	will	be	recorded	as	soon	as	possible.

1. The	Claim	Your	Seat	(CYS)	program,	funded	by	the	Students’	Union	Quality	Money,	
allows	all	University	of	Calgary	students	to	attend	on-campus	School	of	Creative	
and	Performing	Arts	(Dance,	Drama	and	Music)	events	free	of	charge.	
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2. Depending	on	the	performance,	there	is	a	limited	number	of	seats	available	for	
CYS.	There	is	not	a	guarantee	that	tickets	will	be	available	for	all	CYS	patrons	for	
every	performance,	based	on	audience	size,	demand,	etc.	

3. CYS	tickets	are	a	privilege.	If	a	student	receives	a	ticket	to	attend	a	performance,	it	
is	expected	that	they	will	respect	the	value	of	the	admission	and	attend	the	
performance.	

4. 	Process	for	students:	On	the	date	of	the	performance,	from	45	minutes	prior	to	15	
minutes	prior	to	the	performance	start	time,	they	arrive	to	the	CYS	table	next	to	
the	Box	Office	and	show	their	Unicard.	If	students	arrive	after	15	minutes	prior	to	
the	performance	start	time,	they	can	go	to	the	Box	Office	and	purchase	a	ticket	at	
the	student	rate.	Students	should	not	go	to	the	Box	Office	unless	they	are	
purchasing	a	ticket.	

5. If	students	have	a	course	requirement	to	attend	a	performance	for	a	specific	date,	
access	to	the	tickets	will	be	communicated	by	the	instructor	to	University	Theatre	
Services	prior	to	the	event.	The	best	guarantee	for	a	free	ticket	is	to	arrive	early,	
up	to	45	minutes	prior	to	the	performance	start	time.	

6. Respect	for	the	Front	of	House	and	theatre	staff,	performers	and	fellow	patrons	is	
an	absolute	requirement.	Failure	to	comply	with	this	will	lead	to	being	asked	to	
leave	the	venue	and	could	result	in	the	revoking	of	CYS	privileges.
