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Dr. Dort’s research program is focused on determining clinical outcomes in patients with head and neck
cancer. Using a prospectively collected cohort (the Ohlson cohort) he follows patients longitudinally in
order to better understand clinical outcomes in the context of 3 broad themes: the impact and influence of
tumour biology as an independent predictor of clinical outcome; understanding the role of image
processing as a tool for staging and prognostication in patients with head and neck cancer; and,
understanding the utility and application of bioinformatics in head and neck cancer outcomes research.
His program functions within the Ohlson Research Initiative (www.ohlsonresearch.ca) and his primary
affiliation is with the Department of Surgery and the Southern Alberta Cancer Research Institute
(SACRI).
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
